Chemistry 

Course Expectation Form

Mrs. Lange

Materials:  All students are required to have a three-ring binder, loose-leaf paper, pencil or pen, and a calculator with log functions.  Students will be required to keep all written materials in their three-ring binder.

Class rules:

1. Show respect to others.

2. Follow directions.

3. Be Safe.

4. Water/drinks are at your desk only.
5. Follow dress code.
6. Music devices and cell phone use is at the discretion of the teacher only.  Cell phones used without permission will be collected and taken to the office.
7. Calculators are to be used for math only.  

8. Remain in your seat until the bell rings.  Do NOT stand by the door.

Tardiness:  Students are expected to be in the classroom and seated when the bell rings.  Three or more tardies per semester will result in lunch detention and parental contact. 
Assignments and Attendance:  Assignments are given periodically and are graded on completion only.  Students receive 10 points for attempting the entire assignment, 7.5 for ¾, and 5 for ½ of the assignment.  If less that ½ was completed, students may earn partial credit if they complete the entire assignment as it is gone over in class.   In the case of an absence the student will be given 2 days to make up the assignment for each day they were absent.  Students with unexcused absences will receive 0 credit on all assignments worked on or completed that day until the missed time is made up before (7:00 am-7:30am) or after school (2:50-3:20) in the chemistry room.  All assignments will be posted on Skyward.  

Laboratories:  Science labs play an important role in learning science principles.  A minimum of two chemistry labs will be assigned weekly.  Students absent one lab period will be held responsible for the material missed and must get information (data/observations) from fellow classmates. If students are absent for two consecutive lab periods, they will be required to makeup one of the labs before or after school. Lab safety rules must be followed or the student will be removed from lab.  (Refer to separate sheet for lab safety rules.)

Lab write-ups:  If a student does not turn in the written lab report on the required due date, they will (option #1) be required to complete the lab report in the chemistry classroom within 24 hrs. either before (7:00 am-7:30am)  or after school (2:50-3:20) with no point reduction or (option #2) receive a 25% reduction in the laboratory grade for each day late.  If the lab write-up is not turned in because of an unexcused absence, the write-up will receive 0 credit until the missed time is made up before (7:00 am-7:30am) or after school (2:50-3:20) in the chemistry room.
Chemistry Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given every 1 -2 weeks in chemistry.  Quizzes are based on homework assignments and are used to prepare students for the unit test.  Students will have the opportunity to retake a quiz.  All retakes must be taken on a single day determined by the instructor.
In order to retake a quiz:

1. You must make corrections on the original quiz.

2. You must show that all work is completed leading up to the original quiz.

3. You must show valid effort on the first quiz.  This is at my discretion and means you must answer all questions seriously and show that you are attempting to do your best on that quiz.  
4. Students that score below 70% on a quiz will be required to retake the quiz.  
 Quiz retakes must be completed on the day determined by the instructor. 

Chemistry Tests:  Unit tests will be given every 3-4 weeks in chemistry.  The tests will consist of homework, quiz, and laboratory questions.  
Test Retakes - You will be allowed to retake tests for full credit in this class.  The retake test will not be the same test but will cover the same material in a different format or with different questions.  If you choose to retake a test, the second score will be the one that counts even if it is lower.   All retakes must be taken on a single day determined by the instructor.
In order to retake a test, you need meet the following criteria:

1. All unit assignments must have been turned in by the date of the retake test.

2. You complete test corrections on all sections of the test.

3.    You must show valid effort on the first test.  This is at my discretion and means you must answer all questions seriously and show that you are attempting to do your best on that test.
