Valley Fair Ride Assessment

1. Title page including the name of your ride and group member names.

2. Sketch of the ride with points of interest labeled. (you may use the sketch included in the handout)

3. Data Section

Include all measurements done by hand at the park.  This should include angle measurements, distances and lengths paced, hand held times, etc

4. Evaluation of Data Section 

Include:

a. Graph of Acceleration vs Time (and Pressure vs. Time if applicable)

b. Triangulated Heights (or heights determined from barometer data)

c. Listing of each question (written out/copied and pasted) along with the following 
i. The necessary data developed from the graphs.(i.e. accelerations)

ii. Calculations, diagrams, bar graphs, % differences, and explanations necessary to answer the questions.

Note:  Each student in your group must do 4c. An individual calculation page per student is required.  
d. Listing questions and answers to the “additional questions”.

5. Conclusion

a. A paragraph discussing the significance or accuracy of your groups results.

b. A paragraph summarizing any sources of error.

c. A paragraph that reflects your group’s reaction to the activity:  Your overall opinion of the activity and what you might have done differently to improve your results or what you would suggest as a modification to improve the activity/trip in general.
