Force of Gravity vs. Mass

Relationship found: Force of Gravity is proportional to mass

General equation:  Fg = g* m
Slope: Defined:The change in Force over the change in Mass.  It means the gravitational field constant or g = -9.8 N/Kg.  
Y-int( Defined:  The amount gravitational force when mass = 0 kg. Means:  Gravity can only act on things that have a mass. 
Can the slope change? Yes, in a different field. Ex. Moon or another planet

Weight – the force of gravity acting on an object

Mass- the amount of matter contained in an object
