Phrases like these teach your child to ignore fullness. It is better for kids to stop Phrases like these help your child to recognize when

eating when full or satisfied than when all of the food has been eaten. he or she is full. This can prevent overeating.

Do you like that?
This implies to your child that he or she was wrong to refuse the food. This can lead to Which one is your favorite?

Phrases like these make your child feel like he or she is making the choices.

Offering some foods, like dessert, in reward for finishing others, like vegetables, malkes Lam sorry you are sad. Come here and let me give you a big hug.

some foods seem better than others. Getting a food treat when upset teaches your child Reward your child with attention and kind words. Comfort him or her with
to eat to feel better.
